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SUMMARY:
The common pleas court did not abuse its discretion in  denying defendant’s Crim.R. 33(A)(6) motion for a new trial on the ground of newly discovered evidence:  the court denied the motion upon its finding that the newly discovered evidence would not create the possibility of a different outcome if a new trial were granted; and that finding was not demonstrably the product of an arbitrary or unconscionable attitude and was supported by a sound reasoning process.
