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SUMMARY:



The trial court abused its discretion by finding that the probation rules did not provide notice to defendant that he was subject to warrantless searches and granting defendant’s motion to suppress evidence on that basis where that issue was not raised in defendant’s motion.
This court need not determine whether officers violated R.C. 2951.02(A) because, even if they did violate the statute, under State v. Campbell, slip opinion No. 2022-Ohio-3626 the evidence cannot be excluded as the exclusionary rule does not apply to statutory violation because R.C. 2951.02(A) does not impose an exclusionary remedy for a violation of the reasonable-grounds requirement.
