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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court relied on sufficient, competent evidence to grant permanent custody of the children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services, and its decision was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where father and mother had not sufficiently made progress in their reunification plan. 



The juvenile court did not commit plain error in finding that permanent custody was in the best interest of the children under the Indian Child and Welfare Act after a qualified expert had reached the same conclusion as the juvenile court.
