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SUMMARY:

The trial court erred in dismissing plaintiff patient’s medical claims against defendant doctor where defendant fled the country less than four years after plaintiff’s claims arose, because R.C. 2305.15(A) tolled the four-year medical statute of repose in R.C. 2305.113(C).
The trial court did not err in dismissing plaintiff’s medical claims against defendant doctor’s medical practice because R.C. 2305.15(A) did not apply to toll the statute of repose where the medical practice was not out of state, absconded or concealed.
