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SUMMARY:






Defendant’s conviction for domestic violence under R.C. 2919.25(C) was not against the weight or sufficiency of the evidence where undisputed testimony established that defendant lunged at his significant other and said to her “if I were not being held back, you would be sorry.”  The trial court did not err by elevating the severity of the offense to the second degree when the state presented a certified judgment entry establishing that defendant previously pled guilty to domestic violence. 

Defendant’s conviction for unauthorized use of a vehicle under R.C. 2913.03 was not against the weight or sufficiency of the evidence when defendant exceeded the scope of the owner’s consent to use that motor vehicle.
