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SUMMARY:
In an original action petitioning the appellate court for a writ of habeas corpus challenging the amount of pretrial bail as excessive, the appellate court may permit the petitioner to introduce evidence to prove his claim and then exercise its own discretion in imposing an appropriate bail amount; therefore, the standard of review of a petition for a writ of habeas corpus is de novo.
The $1.5 million bail did not take into account petitioner’s financial resources and was therefore excessive and amounted to a denial of bail without following the statutory procedures for denial of bail found in R.C. 2937.222.
