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SUMMARY:


The trial court erred in failing to merge an aggravated-robbery count with a kidnapping count where the kidnapping charge was predicated on the aggravated-robbery charge, the restraint on the victim’s liberty was no greater than necessary to carry out the underlying robbery, the movement of the victim was insubstantial, and the injuries inflicted on the victim were in furtherance of the robbery rather than to facilitate asportation or restraint.
The trial court properly imposed an indefinite sentence for a first-degree-felony offense as required by the Reagan Tokes Law, which is not unconstitutional on its face. See State v. Guyton, 1st Dist. Hamilton No. C-190657, 2022-Ohio-2962.
