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SUMMARY:



Where defendant did not show that the trial court failed to consider the R.C. 2929.11 and 2929.12 factors in imposing a 36-month prison term, the sentence was not contrary to law.

Where the trial court stated at the sentencing hearing that it was not imposing costs or fines, but the sentencing entry reflected the imposition of fines and costs, that part of the trial court’s judgment must be reversed and the cause must be remanded for correction of the sentencing entry.
