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SUMMARY:

Defendant’s convictions for child endangerment were supported by sufficient evidence and were not against the manifest weight of the evidence where she left her three- and six-year-old grandchildren alone in a vehicle with a plastic bag over a broken window in a parking lot in subfreezing temperatures while she entered a nearby store for the purpose of committing a theft.  
The trial court erred in imposing separate sentences for the offenses of obstructing official business and falsification where the offenses were allied offenses of similar import.
