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The trial court did not err by dismissing defendant’s felony charges after the state failed to try defendant within the 90-day statutory period where the source of the delay was the state’s discovery violation.
Where defendant sought a continuance based on the state’s violation of Crim.R. 16, any delay resulting from that violation shall be charged to the state.

Where nothing in the record showed that defendant explicitly waived the speedy-trial time, the reviewing court must focus on the underlying source of the delay.
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
