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SUMMARY:
Defendant’s convictions on one count of theft and three counts of criminal damaging or endangering were not against the manifest weight of the evidence when the victim testified to three separate incidents in which defendant had damaged her car and her door and had stolen her wallet, and the trial court found the victim’s testimony to be credible.
Because the trial court did not discuss the imposition of costs at the sentencing hearing but imposed costs in the sentencing entry, defendant was denied the opportunity to seek a waiver of those costs and the cause must be remanded for the limited purpose of allowing defendant to move for a waiver of costs.
