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SUMMARY:
Under the totality of the circumstances, the evidence was sufficient to show that defendant was operating a vehicle while under the influence of alcohol and operating a vehicle without reasonable control where the evidence showed that (1) defendant’s car had crossed the center line, run off the road, overturned, and hit a tree, (2) defendant had injuries consistent with blood spatters found on the driver’s side of the car; (3) defendant had an odor of alcohol coming out of his pores; (4) defendant had watery, bloodshot eyes; and (5) defendant refused to take field sobriety tests or a blood test.
