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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not abuse its discretion in overruling the presentence motion to withdraw the plea because defendant did not have a reasonable and legitimate basis to withdraw the plea. 
R.C. 2953.08(G)(2)(b) does not provide a basis for the appellate court to review a sentence where defendant argues that the sentence is not supported by the record under R.C. 2929.11 or 2929.12.
