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SUMMARY:

Where the trial court complied with Crim.R. 11(C)(2) before accepting his guilty pleas, defendant entered the pleas knowingly, voluntarily, and intelligently, and the court did not err in accepting defendant’s guilty pleas; the record did not support defendant’s claim that his guilty plea in one case was coerced by the trial court’s denial of his motion to withdraw his guilty plea and revocation of his bond prior to sentencing in another case.
