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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err by adopting a magistrate’s decision ordering the issuance of a certificate of appropriateness to a property owner to demolish a structure designated as historic where the court’s determination that the owner would suffer economic hardship if the certificate was not approved was supported by reliable, probative, and substantial evidence; the record contained evidence which, if believed, supported the trial court’s determination that, without approval of a certificate of appropriateness, the property would be deprived of all economically viable use and the property owner’s reasonable investment-backed expectations would not be maintained and that the economic hardship was neither created nor exacerbated by the property owner.
