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SUMMARY:
 



The juvenile court’s grant of permanent custody to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services was not against the weight or sufficiency of the evidence where the trial court properly analyzed all R.C. 2151.414(D)(1) factors and its analysis was well-supported by the record.




In re K.M., 159 Ohio St.3d 544, 2020-Ohio-995, 152 N.E.3d 245, allows the parties to expressly (but not implicitly) waive the 90 day deadline for disposition in R.C. 2151.35(B)(1).
