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SUMMARY:

The parties’ lease was not ambiguous where it was only subject to one reasonable interpretation, specifically that the parties intended to require the tenant, and not the landlord, to obtain written consent from the other party prior to assigning or subletting the premises.  
The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment to the landlord on a claim for breach of lease where no genuine issues of material fact existed as to whether the lease existed, whether it was breached by the tenant, and whether the landlord suffered resulting damages.
