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SUMMARY:

Defendant’s convictions for assault were supported by sufficient evidence and not against the weight of the evidence where the evidence established defendant approached the victim and her infant daughter and sprayed mace in their faces, and the factfinder found the victim’s testimony to be credible.
The trial court did not abuse its discretion in giving defendant the opportunity to avoid a jail sentence by apologizing to the victim.
