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SUMMARY:






The trial court erred in failing to merge domestic violence and telecommunications harassment offenses where both charges were based on same conduct (seven minutes of telephone conversation with defendant’s daughter) that was not committed separately or with separate animus. 




Defendant could not show ineffective assistance of trial counsel where counsel’s cross-examination of the witness was a reasonable tactical decision. Defendant’s convictions were supported by weight and sufficiency of the evidence.
