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SUMMARY:





 Any opinion regarding the juvenile court’s denial of a juvenile’s motion for future access to the public defender’s social worker would be advisory where the juvenile failed to challenge any delinquency finding or disposition on that basis and was provided the relief sought in the motion.  



The juvenile court’s finding of delinquency based on assault of a peace officer was supported by sufficient evidence and was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where the evidence at trial, including a police cruiser camera recording, demonstrated that the juvenile had aggressively stomped on a police officer’s foot during a custodial search so that the officer would back away.
