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 The trial court did not err by granting summary judgment to defendant Great Parks of Hamilton County on the basis of political subdivision immunity in an action involving a personal injury suffered at a public golf course, where Great Parks established the general grant of immunity afforded under R.C. 2744.02(A)(1) applied and plaintiffs failed to demonstrate the existence of a genuine issue of material fact that would remove immunity under one of the R.C. 2744.02(B) exceptions.
