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SUMMARY:
Sufficient evidence supported defendant’s conviction for violating a protection order where the messages were sent from defendant’s Instagram account to the victim’s account, defendant initially denied sending messages to the victim and then claimed that the messages were meant for someone else or were sent before the protection order was in place, and finally asserted that the victim “catfished” him to lure him into violating the protection order.
