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SUMMARY:
Defendant’s conviction for felony murder was not against the manifest weight of the evidence nor unsupported by sufficient evidence where there was ample circumstantial evidence and recorded witness testimony implicating Defendant in the murder.
Defendant’s conviction for felony murder—predicated on felonious assault—was not inconsistent with an acquittal of a firearm specification where the jury was instructed on accomplice liability and could have convicted Defendant of aiding and abetting the principal who possessed a firearm.
The prosecutor did not commit misconduct in insinuating witness intimidation when it was offered to demonstrate why a witness’ story may have changed, or in closing arguments when it was clear beyond a reasonable doubt that Defendant would have been convicted absent the improper comments.
