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SUMMARY:
The trial court erred in granting defendant’s motion to suppress evidence found at his residence pursuant to a search warrant because the affidavit supporting the warrant contained sufficient evidence to allow the magistrate to draw the conclusion that evidence was likely to be found at defendant’s residence where the affidavit established a consistent pattern of defendant’s activities in which he left the residence in the early afternoon, conducted drug sales at another address and then returned to the residence and stayed overnight.
