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SUMMARY:
The juvenile court erred in failing to find probable cause on an aggravated-murder charge because the evidence showed that the juvenile acted with prior calculation and design where he knew that he was going to a designated location to commit murder as, two days prior to the shooting, a codefendant informed him that there was “big money” to be earned that week, the juvenile asked about payment on the date of the shooting, and the juvenile had plenty of time to abandon the plan, but he did not.
