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SUMMARY:
The trial court did not abuse its discretion by imposing the maximum sentence on a community-control violation because the violation was not technical where defendant claimed that he was an “internationally protected citizen,” was “no longer domiciled in the District of Columbia,” argued that New York authorities did not have jurisdiction over him despite the Hamilton County Court of Common Pleas placing defendant’s community control on an interstate compact with New York probation authorities for the duration of defendant’s community control, and where defendant refused to provide a valid address to New York probation. 
The trial court had no duty to provide notice that it would impose consecutive sentences regarding a sentence in another state where the court had only learned of the felony charges defendant faced in Michigan when defendant plead guilty to the community-control violation in Ohio, and defendant had not been found guilty of the charges in Michigan at the sentencing phase of the community-control violation.
