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SUMMARY:


R.C. 2953.08(G)(2) does not permit an appellate court to independently weigh the evidence in the record and substitute its judgment for that of the trial court when determining what sentence best reflects compliance with R.C. 2929.11 and 2929.12; and because R.C. 2929.11 and 2929.12 are not fact-finding statutes, we presume that the trial court considered them unless there is an affirmative demonstration to the contrary.
