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SUMMARY:


A municipal court lacks jurisdiction to review postconviction petitions seeking to vacate convictions based on evidence outside the record under Ohio’s postconviction statutes, see R.C. 2953.21 et seq., but the municipal court may recast the petitions as motions to vacate and review them under Civ.R. 60(B)(5).  State v. Smith, 2016-Ohio-3521, 68 N.E.3d 114, ¶ 19 (1st Dist.).
Res judicata prevented defendant from relitigating his successive motions to vacate his convictions for driving under a financial-responsibility sanction and other traffic offenses when he had previously filed  motions to vacate the same convictions based on the same evidence and had failed to appeal the denial of those motions.
