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SUMMARY:

In an aggravated vehicular assault case, the trial did not err in ordering defendant to pay restitution to the driver of the automobile defendant hit because the driver satisfied the definition of “victim” under Marsy’s Law, see Ohio Constitution, Article I, Section 10(a)(D), and thus was entitled to restitution under R.C. 2929.18.
Because a trial court may not impose a prison term and a community-control sanction for the same offense, the trial court’s imposition of a no-contact order was contrary to law where defendant had already been sentenced to prison terms for his offenses.
