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SUMMARY:
Defendant’s due process rights were not violated when she had actual notice of the hearing date in plaintiff’s motion for a domestic violence civil protection order but failed to attend.
R.C. 3113.31 (E)(1)(d) allows the domestic relations court to temporarily allocate parenting time as part of a domestic violence protection order where no other court has determined a parenting time schedule.
The domestic relations court did not err in issuing a domestic violence civil protection order where the witnesses’ testimony established the statutory elements under R.C. 3113.31.
