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SUMMARY:

The trial court abused its discretion in failing to grant defendants’ motion for a new trial where the trial court’s admission of evidence in the form of a video depositional collage concerning defendant doctor’s medical license revocations and privileges suspensions, other lawsuits filed against defendant doctor,  a dismissed misdemeanor assault charge filed against defendant doctor, and various acts of resume inflation allegedly committed by defendant doctor, that was in no way related to defendant doctor’s care and treatment of plaintiff, was not harmless.
