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SUMMARY:

The indictment properly charged defendant with child endangering as a felony of the third degree under R.C. 2919.22 where the indictment alleged that defendant recklessly created a substantial risk of harm to the child by violating a duty of care, and the violation resulted in serious physical harm.

The trial court erred when it imposed community control but failed to notify defendant that a prison term could be imposed if defendant committed a violation of any law or left the state without the permission of the court or her probation officer.
