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SUMMARY:


The common pleas court did not err by denying defendant’s motion for leave to file a new-trial motion where he did not show that he was unavoidably prevented from discovering the grounds upon which his new-trial motion depends: the former juror’s affidavit did not describe the attendant circumstances in making the affidavit and the defendant’s affidavit did not describe the circumstances attendant to securing the affidavit.
