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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court did not abuse its discretion in denying the juvenile’s applications to seal and expunge his records where the juvenile failed to establish rehabilitation.  [But see DISSENT: The juvenile court abused its discretion when it granted nine of the juvenile’s applications to seal and expunge, but denied six similar applications, without identifying a compelling rationale for reaching a different outcome.]
