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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not abuse its discretion when it granted continuances as sanctions for the city’s discovery violations because defendant was not prejudiced by the violations.
Defendant’s convictions for unlawfully discharging a weapon within city limits and using weapons while intoxicated were supported by sufficient evidence and not against the weight of the evidence where the evidence established that defendant admitted to firing the gun and consuming alcohol, the gun was operable, the officers testified that defendant was intoxicated, and the factfinder found the testimony of the officers to be credible.
