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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in denying defendant’s motion to suppress where the affidavit supporting the search warrant obtained to search defendant’s residence was supported by probable cause. 
Where the evidence established that defendant resided in the basement of the home where drugs were discovered, defendant’s personal effects were found in the basement, defendant was observed engaging in hand-to-hand drug transactions outside of the home, and defendant was the subject of a traffic stop during which drugs were found in his vehicle, the evidence was sufficient to establish that defendant constructively possessed the drugs found in the basement of his home.
