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SUMMARY:

Defendant’s conviction for violating a protection order must be reversed where the state failed to present evidence establishing venue beyond a reasonable doubt and that defendant acted recklessly.
The sufficiency and weight of the evidence established that defendant knowingly caused physical harm to the victim of the domestic-violence offense.
