Where defendant’s social security card and paperwork in his name were found in the apartment where weapons were recovered, a photograph on defendant’s social media depicted him holding three weapons on the balcony of that apartment, one of the weapons in the photograph appeared to be the same weapon found in the room containing defendant’s personal documents, and where defendant, in recorded jail calls, discussed the location of one of the recovered weapons and expressed awareness that a copy of the search warrant had been left behind in the apartment, defendant’s conviction for having weapons while under disability was supported by the sufficiency and weight of the evidence.
