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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in overruling defendant’s motion to suppress a gun and drugs found in his car where the record provided competent and credible evidence that the police officer observed defendant with a gun and knew he was under a disability, and the officers had probable cause to believe defendant committed the offense of having a weapon while under a disability.
