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The juvenile court’s judgment granting permanent custody of the children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services (“JFS”) was supported by ample competent and credible evidence where the record shows that, while mother began to comply with services before the trial on JFS’s motion, she had not remedied the issues that had caused the removal of the children from her home.
