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SUMMARY:

Defendant’s conviction for operating a motor vehicle while impaired was supported by sufficient evidence and not against the weight of the evidence where the evidence established that defendant admitted to consuming alcohol, and the officer testified that defendant had a strong odor of alcohol on his breath, performed poorly on the field-sobriety tests, was stumbling, confused, forgetful, combative and intoxicated, and the factfinder found the testimony of the officer to be credible.
