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SUMMARY:

Where the evidence established that two persons identified the juvenile as the driver of a stolen car that refused to comply with an officer’s attempts to stop the car, and where the juvenile fled on foot after crashing the car while attempting to evade the officer, the trial court did not err in adjudicating the juvenile delinquent for acts that would constitute the offenses of failure to comply, failure to stop after an accident, and receiving stolen property if committed by an adult.
