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SUMMARY:





The trial court erred by failing to ensure that defendant knowingly, intelligently, and voluntarily waived his right to counsel, despite defendant’s apparent unwillingness to engage in any good-faith discussion regarding his representation.




Where the State charged defendant under the improper subsection of R.C. 2923.12, there was insufficient evidence to support defendant’s conviction for carrying concealed weapons: defendant’s weapon was a dangerous ordnance, and therefore, the evidence was insufficient to convict him under R.C. 2913.12(A)(2) of carrying a firearm other than a dangerous ordnance.
