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SUMMARY:


The juvenile court’s judgment awarding father limited supervised visitation with his son was not an abuse of discretion where the juvenile court’s factual findings are supported by competent credible evidence in the record and father’s conduct directed towards mother supported the juvenile court’s conclusion that father would struggle to coparent with mother.
