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SUMMARY:


The trial court abused its discretion in ordering a 180-day jail term imposed on defendant in the instant misdemeanor case to run consecutively to a 30-month prison term imposed against defendant in a related felony case because the consecutive nature of the misdemeanor sentence was not authorized under R.C. 2929.41(B).
