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SUMMARY:


Defendant’s conviction for disorderly conduct was not supported by sufficient evidence where the State did not establish that defendant uttered fighting words likely to provoke a violent response by insulting a police officer or that the officer was annoyed, inconvenienced or alarmed by the insults.
