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SUMMARY:


The State presented sufficient circumstantial evidence to establish venue where the testimony of the officer includes mention of two responding police departments, several road names that are all in the same area and connect in some manner, several landmarks, and descriptions of the area that all identify the area in which this incident occurred as Indian Hill, a State’s exhibit identifies the area of the accident on Given Road, which was at Livingston Lodge, as being located in “Cincinnati, Ohio,” the police report attached to the complaint is from the Indian Hill Rangers, the complaint was file stamped in Hamilton County, and the police report was assigned a Hamilton County case number.
