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SUMMARY:
The court of appeals lacked jurisdiction over the trial court’s order purporting to deny plaintiff’s motion for relief from judgment under Civ.R. 60(B) because the order plaintiff’s motion sought to set aside was not a “final judgment, order or proceeding” subject to Civ.R. 60(B), and the trial court’s denial of that motion was therefore not a final, appealable order.
