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SUMMARY:


Where the trial court failed to provide all statutory warnings under R.C. 2929.19 when imposing a term of community control, and where defendant did not appeal the trial court’s initial imposition of community control, when defendant later violated the terms of community control the trial court did not err in sentencing defendant to a sanction it had informed defendant of because defendant suffered no prejudice from the trial court’s failure to provide the rest of the warnings.
