SUMMARY:


Defendant’s conviction for public indecency was supported by sufficient evidence and not against the weight of the evidence where the evidence established defendant urinated next to a bus stop on a public roadway with heavy pedestrian and vehicle traffic. 
The defendant was convicted of a fourth-degree misdemeanor but the judge’s sheet erroneously reflects that defendant was convicted of a third-degree misdemeanor, and the cause is remanded to the trial court to correct the error via a nunc pro tunc entry.
